Publication Requirement for Students Registering Before the 2012/2013 Spring Term

Regarding a student who has completed their
PhD dissertation, a publication from the
dissertation that meets one of the conditions
below is required to be submitted to the
Graduate School:

(@ (A) national and/or (an) international
article/articles published or approved to be
published or

(b) A paper/Papers presented at a national
and/or an international conference and whose
abstract has been published.

Publication is not required for graduation.

Publication Requirement for Students Registering in the 2012/2013 Spring Term and

At least one article from the dissertation is
required to be prepared with the thesis
advisor and published or accepted to be
published in a journal in the scope of any
international indices in order for such a
student to meet the graduation requirement.

These students are required to submit a
scientific study from the thesis that is
prepared with the thesis advisor and that
meets at least one of the conditions below:

a) At least one oral, written or visual
presentation done in a national/
international event or

b) At least one paper/article published
or accepted to be published in a
national/international journal or

c) Participation in a national/
international project




Publication Requirement for Students Registering 2016/2017 Spring Term and Later

Students are required to submit publications
from the dissertation prepared with the thesis
advisor and meet the two conditions below:
a) An oral presentation in a
National/International refereed event,

b) At least one article published or accepted
to be published in a journal in the scope of
any indices specified by YTU-AYDEK.

Students are required to submit a scientific
study from the thesis that is prepared with the
thesis advisor and that meets at least one of
the conditions below:

a) A paper/poster that is presented in a
national/international refereed event and
published in the abstract book,

b) At least one article published or accepted
to be published in a national/international
refereed journal,

c) Participation in a national/international
project that has been completed successfully
or an interim report that is accepted as
successful by the institution that finances the
project,

d) An accepted patent/utility model/industrial
design that is certified.
